The trooper behind us just dropped in to be a part of the fun. 

 
Well folks we’ve been at it again.  Last month we went to the 82nd Airborne Museum in 

Fayetteville, North Carolina. Those of us who went got a real treat. The museum is located 
downtown in an area that has undergone massive urban renewal over the past few years.  

The displays in the museum trace the development of the US 82nd Airborne Division through 
the years from before WWII through the present day US Army.  Some of the displays use pictures of 
training together with dressed mannequins, uniform examples, arms used by US Troopers, and other 
equipment developed for use by airborne troops to illustrate various steps in the development of the 
modern 82nd Airborne Division.   

The museum also has a large number of vehicles used by US Troopers on display including a 
C-47 hanging from the ceiling and a US Glider with some of the equipment dropped into combat 
zones in a diorama. For the big gun fans there is a field piece rigged for parachute drop displayed and 
a tank of the type air dropped for use by airborne troops. Both are impressively displayed in the 
museum. 

The museum includes a great gift shop and theater that shows a short film outlining the 
mission of the 82nd Airborne Division historically and in the modern US Army.  There is also a 
separate hall showing the present day actions in which the 82nd is involved. 

Following our day at the museum we ate a late lunch at a great restaurant that also has a 
brewery attached.  We’ll have to go back later to sample the brew.            Written by Alex Yarborough 
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Skunk Works East  
  

The BCAS had the chance recently to 
visit the east coast version of the skunk works at 
Lake Robinson, also known as Phil Hart’s 
garage. Phil is hard at work creating his third, yes 
that’s right folks his third, airplane. This one is a 
Dakota Hawk serial # 43 to be precise. The 
original has a Rotax 912 power plant but Phil is 
going to use a VW2180 in his plane. Phil has 
been working on it for a few months now and, as 
you can see from the pictures, is moving rapidly 
towards completion. The picture on the right 
shows one of the completed wings hanging ready 

to be covered. The tail section is virtually 
completed except for a few minor areas that still 
need to be worked and is already rigged. In the 
background is the other wing ready for rigging and 
covering.  Phil had the wings mounted with one 
folded for our visit. The wings fold to trailer the 
plane home. Phil elected to not have flaps in order 
to conserve weight. The battery is to be installed 
very close to the rear just under the horizontal 
stabilizer and some additional work to enable 
servicing the battery needs to be completed. Some 
of the close detail working of the rear cabin area 
can be seen below.  By the time of our visit, much 

of this detail had been covered by the plywood “skin” on the sides. The structure at the back of the 
cockpit is the “hat shelf” cargo area. Diagonal bracing can be seen throughout the fuselage behind 
the cockpit. The flight control linkage can be seen through the door. 
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Looking forward, you can see the header 
fuel tank that will be forward of the 
instrument panel.  It doesn’t leave much 
room for wiring behind the panel. The 
rudder pedals and brakes are visible also. 
Phil did some re-engineering so that they 
would be easier to use. The shock cords 
are just hand tight now but will be 
tightened later. They help to cushion 

landings. Not that they would ever be needed by smooth 
Phil. This shot shows the complexity of the glue joint near 
the front edge of the cockpit at the front of the door. The 

edge of the fuel tank can be seen in the 
upper left. In the shot below, Phil points 
out one of the areas where several 
structural features of the fuselage come 

together. The pre-formed cowling is ready 
for installation.  While there is much left 
to do, much has been completed. Phil and I 
will keep you advised on the progress. Our 
thanks to Phil for sharing his project with 
us and congrats on the progress thus far. 
Phil welcomes visitors but call first to be 
sure he’s working on the plane.
