Latest Technology

| always like the new toys that are
coming out for General Aviation. | plan to get
this column going and put an article in here each
month about new technology. | hope everyone
likes the stories and enjoys the new toys.

This month’s news is ADS-B, which
stands for Automatic Dependant Surveillance —
Broadcast. This system utilizes several
technologies in a single box. The largest piece
of the system is GPS. The unit derives it
position from GPS signals, and then uses that to
provide many other services.

The plan is to provide position
information to Air Traffic Control that is better
than current Radar systems. The system takes
the GPS signal and broadcasts the unit id,
aircraft tail number, position, heading, airspeed,
and altitude to anyone listening. In exchange for
giving out this information, the FAA is sending
all traffic radar data back to the unit so you see
other air traffic on your display, even if the athe
aircraft are not equipped with ADS-B. Other
information included in the broadcast are
METARSs, TAFs, and NOTAMSs. Imagine your
GPS showing TFRs on the display!

Since the system is voluntary in your
aircraft at this time, the FAA is trying to get
pilots excited about the system. With a data link
going both ways with your aircraft, any digital
data may be exchanged back and forth. One of
the data services current being provide is real-
time Nexrad radar data to the cockpit, Free!!!

When the system is fully operational,
ATC will issue clearances and get your
information without even a single radio call.
Your GPS flight plan would take care of the
flight plan filing right from your airplane.
Imagine a long IFR clearance, simply updating
your GPS flight plan automatically!!!

As of the first week in May of this year,
the system is up and running in test mode up

and down the East Coast.

The Flying Start Program is put together by
EAA — The Experimental Aircraft Association.
The purpose of this program is to provide an
introduction to aviation to adults who have
never been exposed to the joys of personal
flying. The program is modeled after the Young
Eagle program in that any EAA member can
provide a Flying Start airplane ride to any adult
who has an interest in flying and would be a
potential flight training candidate. This is a
preliminary step even before the “Be A Pilot”
program where a person gets an introductory
flight with an instructor for $49.

The purpose of this program is to
generate the interest in flying and get the new
candidate motivated towards aviation, then
move on to the “Be A Pilot” program and to
enroll in flight training with the goal of a privat
pilot’s license.

The second goal of this program is to
improve the public perception of personal use
aircraft and to educate people about the benefits
and joys of flying smaller General Aviation
aircraft for both personal business and leisure
time activities.
