 Ray Butters, of the Black Creek 
Aeronautical Society EAA Chapter 1058 was 
honored by the citizens of Lee County at an 
awards dinner September 15, 2005.

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New Technology 
 
 Well, INS (Inertial Navigation Systems) 
are not quite new technology, but here is some 
information about these unique boxes. 
 

Every since Captain Taj Troy of the SC 
Air National Guard spoke to us and he mentioned 
in response to a question about navigating at high 
speeds that the Guard uses an inertial navigation 
system to fly with, I’ve sort of wondered about the 
mysteries of those marvelous black boxes and the 
mass of wires they contain. Now since I have 
retired and have the time I’ve done some research 
and I think that I can explain to you all (in a 
simplified manner, of course) what goes on there. 
 Soooo here goes. 

 
 Now the aircraft knows where it is at all 
times. The aircraft knows this because it knows 
where it isn’t. That should be perfectly logical to 
any pilot, right. By subtracting where it is from, 
from where it isn’t, or where it isn’t from where it 
is (whichever is greater), the Inertial Guidance 
System obtains a difference, or (as we techies call 
it) a deviation. 
 
 The Inertial Guidance System (or IGS) 
uses deviations to generate error commands which 
instruct the aircraft to move from a position from 
where it is to a position where it isn’t, arriving at a 
position where it wasn’t, or now is.  
Consequently, the position where it is, is now the 
position where it wasn’t; thus, it follows logically 
that the position where it was is now the position 
where it isn’t. 
 
 In the event that the position where the 
aircraft now is, is not the position where it wasn’t, 
the Inertial Guidance System has acquired a 
variation. Variations are caused by external 
factors, the discussions of which are well beyond 
the scope of this article. Suffice it to say that 
variations vary inversely in proportion to the 
positional error, that is to say the degree of 
deviation from the position where it isn’t, or is, 
which ever is greater. 

 
 
 A variation may also be thought of as the 
difference between where the aircraft is and where 
the aircraft wasn’t. If the variation is considered to 
be a factor of significant magnitude, a correction 
may be applied by use of the autopilot system.  
However, use of this correction requires that the 
aircraft now knows where it was because the 
variation has modified some of the positional 
information of which the aircraft has, so it is sure 
where it isn’t. 
 
 Nevertheless, the aircraft is sure where it 
isn’t (within reason) and it knows where it was. It 
now subtracts where it should be from where it 
isn’t, where it ought to be from where it wasn’t (or 
vice versa) and integrates the difference with the 
product of where it shouldn’t be and where it was; 
thus obtaining the difference between its deviation 
and its variation, which is a variable constant 
called “error.”  
 
 Much of this information was obtained 
from articles printed some time ago, or not, as the 
case may be, in Transport Canada, which is still 
located in Canada, or maybe not depending on the 
deviation from expected variation and variation 
from expected deviation (also known colloquially 
as “error”) as reported by the onboard Inertial 
Guidance System. Some of the data reported here 
was derived as deviations from input variables, 
although I’m not sure just which data.

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News Update 
 
LOCKHEED SET FOR SMOOTH FSS TRANSITION 
ON OCTOBER 4 
 

Lockheed Martin will be taking control of flight 
service station (FSS) services in less than two weeks. 
"AOPA has been in virtually constant discussions with 
Lockheed Martin as it moves toward the initial FSS 
transition on October 4," said AOPA President Phil 
Boyer. "We want to ensure that there will be no service 
glitches for pilots." The operational equipment, radio 
frequencies, telephone numbers, and FSS facilities will 
stay the same. About 1,900 of the current 2,000 FSS 
employees have accepted job offers from Lockheed 
Martin, which means that even the familiar voices 
giving your preflight weather briefings will stay the 
same. When Lockheed's 18-month transition is 
complete, you should see improved services. In 
addition to online briefing tools, your telephone calls 
will be answered within 20 seconds and radio calls 
within 15 seconds. Pireps must be processed within 30 
seconds of receipt, 15 seconds if they are urgent. "And 
all of these enhanced services are being provided 
without user fees—AOPA made sure of that," Boyer 
said. "It is estimated that Lockheed's contract will 
actually save the government about $2.2 billion over 10 
years."
