I created this little chart from some 

information I found on the performance of 
different aircraft and vehicles. Since we are all 
complaining about the cost of fuel, I thought this 
might be an interesting comparison between the 
cost of flying and the cost of driving to the places 
we want to go.  
 
 The aircraft numbers are just from friendly 
conversation about how much fuel a particular 
aircraft uses, not published specs. The numbers 
for the vehicles are based on driving at 60 miles 
per hour on the highway. It does not consider all 
the small towns you need to go through. With gas 
prices changing daily, the cost numbers are just 
ballpark for comparison purposes. 
 
 Dollars per hour is simply the cost per 
gallon times the gallons per hour used. Miles per 
hour are statute miles converted from knots cruise 
speed. This, of course, does not consider winds 
aloft, but you guys all knew that, right? 
 

Now we get into the really good stuff, the 
MilesPer$ column. This is how many miles you 
travel on your valuable dollar. I found this very 
interesting when you try to figure out where all 
your money went. 
 

The next cool column is the $PerMile. 
This is how much it costs to travel one (1) mile in 
each type of vehicle. 

 
The last column is the one to use for your 

comparisons. The “Distance Factor” is just 
something I made up for this chart. It is generally 
considered that by flying a straight line, you save 
about 15% on the distance over driving the 
zigzags of the road. 

 
I hope these numbers are entertaining and 

give a little light on just how much you are really 
spending on gas and what you are getting out of it.
