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Instructors Corner  
 
 How many times have you been ready to 
taxi for departure at a busy airport and had air 
traffic control give a clearance in rapid fire 200 
mph words that you just wish you knew what the 
devil he was talking about? January’s Flight 
Training magazine covered this topic in an article 
by Karen M. Kahn. I’ll pass along the basics of 
that article here.   

Rule one in copying clearances: Be ready 
for the clearance. By that I mean be stopped with 
brakes set and with pencil and paper ready. 

Rule two: Do your homework. Listen to 
clearances given to other aircraft to get a feel for 
the speaking manner of ATC.   

Rule three is: When you request your 
clearance, advise the controller of three things; 
who you are, where you’re going, and what your 
request is—that you have ATIS and that you’re 
“Ready to copy.” 

Rule four:  Have a scheme in mind to 
listen to ATC as the clearance is given. There are 
several that are useful. The one used by the author 
is to put the following letters in a column on the 
left side of your pad C (for clearance limit i.e. 
outside controlled airspace or OC, or the identifier 
for your destination airport, or IFR fix), via (for 
route of flight), AD (after departure i.e. turn left 
TL or runway heading RH), M (Maintain for 
altitude to climb to), DC (departure control--a 
frequency), SQ (squawk). In copying the clearance 
merely place the data beside the appropriate letter. 
  

An example would be the following:  
“November three-six-two-whiskey-sierra, cleared 
VFR northbound. After departure turn right 
heading 330. Climb and maintain 2000. Departure 
control will be 123.45, squawk 5243. When you 
copy the clearance it looks like this: 

 C VFR 
 Via n 
 AD  TR 330 
 M 2000 
 DC 123.45 
 SQ 5243 
This scheme works equally as well for IFR 

departures also.  You place the route cleared on 
the Via line. There are other mnemonics to aid in 
copying clearances in use also such as: 

 
CRAFT CRADS CARDS 
Cleared Clearance Cleared 
Route  Route  Altitude 
Altitude Altitude Route  
Frequency Departure Destination 

(Freq) 
Transponder Squawk Squawk 
 
 As always, if there is part of the clearance 
you don’t understand, ask for clarification. Don’t 
wait until you’re flying to wonder if that was a left 
turn to 330 or 345. Also it is best to practice 
copying clearances before you need to do it for 
real so get a friend or instructor to help out. 
 

Reminder 
To get weather briefings and TFR’s, call 

FSS at 1-800-WX-BRIEF.  
 It is the pilot’s responsibility to ensure 

that briefings are relevant to the flight being 
planned.

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Media Relations 
 
 I am sure that by now many of you are 
aware of the publicity recently generated by our 
article in The Messenger regarding vandalism and 
trespass activities at HVS.  As a result of the 
newspaper article a reporter from TV-15 in 
Florence requested an on-camera interview for her 
station.  Breaking news on another story has 
prevented the interview from occurring as of this 
time.  I contacted AOPA’s advisory staff 
regarding tips on dealing with the media to 
prepare for this interview and I think that all of 
our members could benefit from sharing some of 
the points made by AOPA. 
 First of all, lets start by noting that 
uneventful flights are hardly newsworthy, only 
those flights that terminate in unusual events 
make news.  This type of reporting gives the 
general public the impression that unusual is the 
norm.  Also, note that reporters work under a 
deadline often without the time or ability to dig 
for deeper understanding of GA activities, etc.  
Note also that heavy editing of comments or tape 
recordings may give negative impressions so you 
should think carefully before answering seemingly 
innocent questions.  Realize that news 
organizations are businesses and that bad news 
sells. 
 The best advice that can be given 
regarding news requests for interviews is to set a 
time in the near future for the interview and 
contact AOPA for assistance in preparing 
yourself. 
 AOPA makes the point that we should 
assure that media outlets report the news 
accurately by using a check list to prepare 
ourselves to be good interview subjects. 
   1.  Don’t create negative news. 
 A.  Use common sense and 

follow the rules. 
 B.  Escort reporters at all times. 
 C.  Never make comments-“off 
  the-record.” 
 

 
 
   2.  At the initial contact, use 3 N’s. 
 A.  Get the Name of the reporter 
  or media outlet. 

B. Get the phone Number. 
 C.  Ask “What’s Next? 
       -When will story run? 
       -Who has reporter spoken to? 
       -Familiar with GA? 
   3.  Schedule a follow-up interview and 
 contact AOPA. 
 
 Many times reporters use ambush tactics 
in trying to get an advantage.  If this happens, 
remember the 5 C’s.  Stay Calm to defuse the 
situation.  Remain Courteous - don’t flee or block 
the lens.  Stay Composed - listen carefully and 
think before answering.   Keep your answers 
short, accurate, and Concise.  And lastly, Contact 
AOPA at 1-800-872-2672.
