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SUN 'n' FUN 2010 
 
     This is the third year that Linda and I have 
volunteered at Sun 'n' Fun.  Every year we learn a 
little bit more about the people that are influential 
in organizing and running Sun 'n' Fun each year.  
This is really a year round event so far as planning 
goes.  Organizers have already started the 
planning process for next year and for years 
following.  There is to be soon a three story 
aerospace high school built across from the 
museum that will serve high school students 
interested in pursuing aerospace careers and 
continuing their education at colleges and 
universities specializing in aerospace technology.  
     Linda and I were in Florida about a week early 
to spend some time with our son and his family. 
We went down to Lakeland early to stake off an 
area where we could put our camper.  It's a good 
thing we did because it seemed like half the world 
decided to camp out this year.  

We arrived at Sun 'n' Fun on Monday and set up 
our campsite and looked around to find the new 
location for the Flightline Hosts.  Flightline Hosts 
are charged primarily with a PR function.  We are 
to ride the flightline and assist arrivals (or 
departures) as needed with rides, answer 
questions, direct persons as needed, and provide 
some measure of security to aircraft by directing 
the public from the area. This is the group that we 
have worked with for the past three years.  The 
chairman of the Flightline Hosts is Bud Davidson 
of Phoenix, Arizona and Winter Garden, Florida.  
Bud is also a board member of the Sun 'n' Fun 
event.   
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     The first day of Sun 'n' Fun 2010 was 
Tuesday, April 13.  We were on duty from 11:30 
- 3:00.  Near the end of this time the Thunderbirds 
arrived and put on a brief arrival show.  We also 
got a good opportunity to see the exhibit area both 
before and after our work shift was done.  The 
weather for all but the last day was absolutely 
perfect.  Our initial impressions were that there 
were not quite so many exhibitors as in the past 
but we discovered that Sun 'n' Fun had opened up 
an additional exhibit hall-Hanger E in the location 
of the old Parts Exchange.  The Parts Exchange 
was placed in a large tent area nearby.  This made 
it much more convenient than the past few years.   
     The second day of Sun 'n' Fun 2010 was 
Wednesday, April 14.  We also worked the 11:30 
- 3:00 shift this day.  We saw several people from 
EAA 242.  One was driving a trolley wagon and 
looked to be having a great time.  Dick Hitt was a 
first time judge in the Vintage Aircraft area.  Dick 
recently retired from the FAA.  According to the 
judges there were not so many to judge as in the 
past but the quality was exceptional.  We 

assisted two older pilots that arrived in a 
retrofitted Zodiac and they were very satisfied 
with the upgrades.  FAA seems to be very happy 
with Zenith's approach also.  We gave two people 
a ride to the Parts Exchange that had a plane that 
was almost an exact copy of ours but with a fixed 
pitch prop.  We also saw a demonstration of a 
flight-planning program that was outstanding--
AeroPlanner.com.  The crowd seems to be 
building rapidly. 
 
 

     The third day of Sun 'n' Fun 2010 was 
Thursday, April 15.  We were free to roam as we 
wished today so I spent the morning in a forum on 
sheet metal working.  It was simply riveting. The 
presenter was a bit disorganized but knew his 
topic.  There is a lot to be considered when 
joining metal by rivets.  The pros expect the 
riveted joint to have about 60-70% maximum 
strength.  Now consider the number of riveted 
joints in a factory built aircraft each one 
developing 60-70% of it's maximum strength.

also met Sandy Marsh, one of the Volunteer 
Coordinators at AirVenture.  Maybe we can work 
there also.   
     The fourth day of Sun 'n' Fun 2010 was 
Friday, April 16.  This was the Airport Support 
Network Breakfast morning. 
  

Craig Fuller, AOPA President was the lead off 
speaker.  President Fuller spoke of the ash cloud 
that was blanketing Europe and causing massive 
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flight cancellations.  President Fuller reported that 
ASN now has 2049 ASN representatives through 
the US at present but there are a number of 
airports that do not have an ASN representative.  
ASN exists to support aviation and General 
Aviation.  The ASN reps provide AOPA with a 
kind of early warning network and have been 
instrumental in averting several high profile 
attacks by developers, etc.  President Fuller 
reported that the program GA Serves America 
has been particularly successful in Washington, 
DC.  He also reported that User Fees are 
essentially dead and that this issue has been 
dropped by Obama after numerous Democrats 
came out opposed to it.  The General Aviation 
Caucus now has over 120 House members and 
some 24 Senate members.  President Fuller 
pointed out that since User Fees has been dropped 
then we could now concentrate on some other 
issues that have been pushed back such as Avgas, 
number of pilots, airport security, and the 
economy.  Local issues facing GA airports are:  
airport being sold, trespass, military use, noise, 
and diversion of funding to restrict airport utility.  
Joey Colleran formerly of Orangeburg, SC is the 
new ASN Director.  Joey announced that the ASN 
website is now accessible through the AOPA 
website and that there is a "How to" guide on the 
ASN website.  It was suggested that ASN reps 
should provide outreach to airport neighbors that 
have concerns.  They should also become known 
to leaders and officials in their communities and 
service areas and that they should 'know the facts' 
regarding their airport. 
 
     John Collins, Technical Expert presented 
several issues that AOPA has been addressing.  
Among them was the Florida use tax and it's 
proposed exemption for modification or training, 
the Vista Field Airport in Washington that was 
saved by political action, stopping developer 
action at Oceano airport in California, Valkaria 
Florida airport that was attempted to be zoned out 
of existence, and others.  John also discussed 
security issues at local GA airports.  LOCK UP & 
LOOK OUT materials are available through ASN. 
 John also discussed FAA's present thinking re 

through-the-fence operations. 
     The afternoon was spent playing golf at 
Sandpiper Golf Course in Lakeland.  We had a 
great time but the PGA has no worries. 
 
     The evening activities were the traditional 
Night Time Airshow. 

 
There were several new acts that must be seen to 
be believed.  Matt Younkin premiered a new night 
act--a Beech 18 lit up by super bright lights and 
accompanied by music from the Phantom of the 
Opera. 
 
     The fifth day of Sun 'n' Fun 2010 was 
Saturday, April 17.  We were on duty from 2:30-
6:00.  We visited those few vendors that we had 
not seen until then.  We saw the NC Dept of 
Aeronautics and put in a vote to restart the Coastal 
Air Tour.  We reported for our duty time we 
learned that the weather was expected to be pretty 
wet over the next few hours so we could expect to 
assist pilots and visitors in departing.  One of the 
first we assisted was James Clark of EAA 242 and 
a friend who flew their RV's to Sun 'n' Fun.  Soon 
lots of pilots were doing the same.  The airshow 
was delayed in starting but it did clear enough for 
it to go on.  At 5:30 when the airshow was over 
there was a mad rush to get out by pilots.  So far 
as we know all got out safely. 
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     The sixth and final day of Sun 'n' Fun 2010 
was Sunday April 18.  When we woke up at 
7:00, it was raining lightly.  It was pretty drippy 
through 10:00 and lots of people were leaving.  
We were on duty from 11:30-3:00.  The event was 
essentially over by 2:00 but the airshow went on 
under less than perfect skies.  We were released 
by 2:00 and were gone by 2:30.  We drove to near 
Jacksonville and stayed the night in a nice little 
campground.  THIS ENDS SUN 'N' FUN 2010.
